Would you like to become a Registered Midwife in British Columbia, Canada?
The College of Midwives of British Columbia (CMBC) accepts applications for assessment from foreign-educated midwives.  Successful candidates will be eligible to register with the CMBC and legally practice midwifery in BC.

The Prior Learning and Experience Assessment (PLEA) involves a portfolio application, written and clinical examinations, and a short orientation course to prepare successful candidates to practice in BC.

To be eligible for PLEA, you must:

· Be a graduate of a formal midwifery education program that meets CMBC’s criteria

· Be able to document that you meet CMBC’s minimum clinical experience requirements

· Be fluent in the English language.

Once you have determined that you are eligible to apply to PLEA, the next step is to purchase the PLEA Applicant Handbook, which includes the application form.  The Handbook costs $50, payable by Money Order to the College of Midwives of BC.  Payment by visa may also be available – contact our office for details.

by the end of 2003 is APRIL 29, 2003.
